Some people have “the rich relation” in their family tree. Aunt Cindy, who is always traveling somewhere new and      
exciting. Cousin Richard and his lake house. Your sister and brother-in-law who buy a new car every year. 

Oftentimes these relatives take great happiness in sharing their wealth. You can usually count on an exotic gift from 
Aunt Cindy’s latest adventure or an invitation to go out on Richard’s pontoon boat at the end of the summer. 

Yet sometimes, that person wants something in return. Not money, of course, but something else. Attention. Flattery.

QUESTION 
Sign Before the Gospel 
I have been going to Mass for years and have always wondered: why do we make the three 
signs of the cross before the Gospel? 
 

Answer:   Certainly, many people go to Mass or other devotions, doing and saying things out of 
habit or reverence and not really understanding the reasons behind some of these things. But     
everything we do has a meaning or purpose that helps us to worship better, proclaim our beliefs, or 
focus the attention of the people on something that has a greater importance or significance. A   
review of the meaning of various gestures and practices can help us have a deeper appreciation for 
what we do. 
 

There is a little prayer that goes with the three crosses before the Gospel: “May the words of the 
Holy Gospel be on my mind, on my lips and in my heart.” In standing to hear the Gospel, we 
acknowledge that Jesus is present, and the words of the Gospel are addressed to us. All of the     
gestures and special postures we adopt before the Gospel are intended to help us prepare for       
hearing the Word as well as act on it. The incense, the Alleluia, the deacon or priest, and the special 
dialogue and announcement that introduces the Gospel help us focus our attention on the Good 
News we are about to hear. The three signs of the cross show our desire and good intention to hear

By the time we arrive in the workplace, in marriages, or in adulthood in       
general, we're primed to fight for what seems rightfully ours: the spotlight.  Saint Thomas Aquinas 
recommends the way of humility as the virtue that "most effectively removes the main obstacle to 
our spiritual welfare, the preoccupation with earthly greatness."  Cede the floor.  Surrender the  
talking stick.  Cherish humility.

The Passion of St. John the Baptist  Aug. 29       

The Passion, or Beheading, of Saint John the Baptist is one 
of the very oldest liturgical feasts on the Church’s          
calendar. John’s birth may be the oldest feast. Along with 
the feasts of Holy Week, the original event of John’s death 
is right there on the surface of Holy Scripture, and so   

likely was commemorated as soon as the Church started commemorat-
ing anything. John the Baptist’s colorful life on the edge of respectability 
came to an abrupt end due to the weakness of a weak man, Herod, and 
due to the revenge sought by the troubled conscience of Herodias, who 
despised John for mentioning the obvious. Saint Jerome writes that     
Herodias’s rage was not satiated by the grisly head of her tormentor on 
a platter, but that she rabidly stabbed the tongue which had indicted
